The 
reason we are implementing this is because this initiative 
is a form of alternative revenue to assist in keeping club 
fees as low as possible.

Netball results
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DIVISION 1: FRONT & CENTRE / WILL HUNTER
Oakleigh District has given its finals aspirations a huge shot in the arm 
following an impressive 10.10 (70) to 8.15 (63) upset over flag favourites 
Dingley at Souter Oval.

It was the most impressive performance we’ve seen from the Oaks all 
season, while the Dingoes looked a bit off the boil in the absence of a few 
of a few of their big name stars.

Early inaccuracy hindered the Dingoes’ chances, especially early on in the 
piece – they were 2.8 at half time – and the visitors capitalised, making 
every post a winner.

Paul Fermanis and Aaron Henneman (two goals each) provided the 
impetus in attack for the winners, while Hadrian Prest did a sterling job 
curbing the influence of the dangerous Dan Farmer.

Former Dingo Jake Mullen also put in an inspired performance against 
his old club.

Josh Ferguson and Chris Morgan did much of the heavy lifting through 
the midfield for Dingley while speedster Rob Rusan booted three majors, 
including a sparkling goal of the year contender.

Meanwhile Cheltenham’s mid-season resurgence has hit a roadblock after 
being beaten by St Pauls at the Kennel, 12.3 (75) to 9.6 (60)

Both clubs entered the clash locked on six wins each and maintained 
hopes of September action. But the Dogs’ solidarity in the second half shut 
has kept it within striking distance of a top five berth, while simultaneously 
slamming the door shut on the Rosellas’ chances.

The two sides traded goals for much of the first half, with little separating 
them at each of the first two breaks.

However, three unanswered majors in the third term gave the home side a 
lead they never relinquished, before putting the exclamation mark on the 
victory with another four final-term goals.

Young James Sziller was again outstanding through the midfield for the 
victors and Josh Verlin also shone up forward with four majors.

Up the other end, Rosella Josh Fox proved a handful in attack with a bag 
of five.

Bentleigh looks to have secured a double chance after outclassing a 
depleted East Malvern outfit at Dunlop Reserve, 13.10 (88) 5.4 (34).

A scoreless second term undid much of the Panthers’ hard work and 
allowed the Demons to advance to a handy 23-point halftime lead.

To their credit, East Malvern began the second half with vigour, but were 
hamstrung by inefficient ball use in the front half. The Demons had no 
such issues moving the ball swiftly out of defence from the resultant 
turnovers.

For most of the second half, the fleet-footed Demons midfield exploited 
the bigger bodies in the Panthers’ engine room and simply ran them off 
their feet. The result was a six-goal-to-two final term that finally gave the 
visitors scoreboard reward for their superiority.

Athletic tall Saf Balic was exception all afternoon for the winners, while 
Pat Nicholls and Sam McGarry were rewarded for their endeavour with 
four and three goals respectively. 

Jack Hammond played his best game for the Panthers while teammate 
Nick Barry also did some nice things around the ball.

East Brighton’s impressive performances over the previous fortnight were 
a distant memory on Saturday as Clayton romped to a 22.17 (149) to 8.8 
(56) demolition at Widdop Crescent.

A 14-goal first half to the black and whites saw the margin balloon out 
to 68 points at the long break and another 100-point demolition was a 
real possibility.

However, thanks to the efforts of skipper Andrew Jansen and Ryan 
Cosgrave, it was a more competitive East Brighton unit after the major 
interval and a triple-digit blowout was averted.

Nick Scanlon lead all comers with four goals and several score assists for 
the Clays, while ruckman Aaron Mills and the consistent Andy Ray were 
similarly influential.

Mordialloc overcame early inaccuracy to record a comfortable 11.12 (78) to 
6.8 (44) victory over St Kilda City at Ben Kavanagh Reserve.

The Bloods set about erasing a six-point quarter time deficit the hard way, 
registering 2.7 in the second term to take a seven-point lead into the sheds.

But they had their radar working better in the second half, piling on 8.2 to 
cruise to victory with David Marguglio and Carey Neville at the forefront.

Ruckman Rowan Andrews was sorely missed in the Bloods loss to 
Cheltenham last week, but made his presence felt with an impressive 
performance against the Saints.

Dylan Sloan and Henry Sullivan kept St Kilda City in it for much of the day.

ROUND 16 PREVIEW

BENTLEIGH vs DINGLEY (Bentleigh Reserve) 
This top-of-the-table clash is easily the match of the round, if not the year, 
and could very well be a preview of the Division 1 Grand Final.

The Demons were systematically dismantled in their previous clash at 
Souter Oval back in Round 7, but you can bank on a much more competitive 
showing from them this time around, especially on their home track.

Despite a hiccup last week, Dingley remains the team to beat and are just one 
win away from securing the minor premiership. They should claim the points 
here, although Bentleigh will ensure they won’t have it all their own way.

CHELTENHAM vs EAST MALVERN (Jack Barker Oval) 
Although last week’s loss draws the curtain on the Rosellas’ 2016 finals 
aspirations, the future nevertheless looks pretty rosy down at Jack Barker Oval.

A huge day down at the Peanut Farm with the Saints and the Dogs playing 
for the inaugural Pride Shield in support of the LGBTI community.

And there is much more at stake than just the silverware for St Pauls as 
they seek a victory to maintain its finals dream.

City were surprise winners in their last head to head clash, but with so 
much at stake for the Dogs they would be odds-on to reverse that result 
on Saturday.

OAKLEIGH DISTRICT vs EAST BRIGHTON (Princes Highway Reserve) 
There is no better way to stake your claim for a finals berth than wins over 
the top two sides in consecutive weeks.

The Districts’ form of late has been as impressive as any in the 
competition, and will be hoping for a big win over the bottom-placed 
Vampires to maintain its percentage buffer over finals aspirants Clayton 
and St Pauls.

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SAINTS’ INCLUSIVENESS FILLS COACH WITH PRIDE / WILL HUNTER

This Saturday, St 
Kilda City and St 
Pauls will create 
SFNL history by 
competing for 
the inaugural 
Pride Shield 
at the Peanut 
Farm in support 
of the LGBTI 
community.

The day will 
have a distinctly 
rainbow feel as 
the two clubs and 
the league lead 
the drive towards 
widespread 

acceptance and inclusion of people of all genders and 
sexual orientations in mainstream society.

It will also be a special day for the Saints’ Division 
5 Netball Coach Te Ua Houkamau, who will 
sing the Australian national anthem before the 
commencement of the senior match.

Houkamau, himself a gay man and a talented opera 
singer, has performed the anthem of his native New 
Zealand on multiple occasions and said he was 
excited to be asked to perform before an event so 
close to his heart.

“I’ve sung the national anthem at sporting events and 
New Zealand Parliament and all that kind of stuff,” 
Houkamau, 32, said.

“(Saturday’s anthem performance is) kind of a big deal to 
me, first of all being a gay man and being asked to do it.”

Houkamau, who is of a Maori background, hails from 
the small country town of Hicks Bay on the east coast 
of New Zealand’s north island.

He migrated to Australia nine years ago to join the 
cast of the Phantom of the Opera and has remained 
here ever since. 

And it was on this side of the Tasman that he first 
came out as gay after meeting his now ex-partner.  
The pair were together for seven years before their 
split last year.

“I think I always knew (I was gay),” Houkamau revealed. 

“When I moved over to Australia, I was like, ‘yeah, 
I think I am’, but never had a boyfriend or anything 

like that. And I only really came out because I found 
someone over here and I went, ‘well, I have a reason 
to come out now’.

“(But) my sexuality doesn’t really drive who I am.”

When Houkamau announced his homosexuality 
to his close friends and his family back home, the 
overwhelming majority were thrilled for him and 
incredibly supportive.

But unfortunately, not every member of the LGBTI 
community receives the same support and many don’t 
feel comfortable coming out, often fearing backlash 
and discrimination from narrow-minded sections of 
the community. This is an attitude that simply has no 
place in today’s society.

Houkamau has always been passionate about netball, 
playing the sport back in primary school, and the 
move to Melbourne has allowed him to reignite his 
passion for the sport. Over the last few years he has 
both played and umpired social netball before turning 
his hand to coaching earlier this year through a family 
connection at the Peanut Farm.

 “One of my cousins (Tui Bristowe) who played for St 
Kilda (City) netball team, she asked me if I would be 
interested in coaching,” Houkamau explained.

“I kind of grew up around it (netball), so when the 
opportunity came to coach I decided it would be 
something interesting to do.”

Houkamau has loved his first year at the helm, despite 
his team narrowly missing out on a finals berth, 
and has praised the club for their acceptance of his 
homosexuality.

“It has been (wonderful being at a club that’s been so 
supportive), and I knew it was going to be a challenge, 
but again, there’s also been the support of my girls 
and my team,” Houkamau said.

“At the start, I was a little bit more apprehensive as to 
what was going to happen, you know, going out to club 
functions and stuff like that, but yeah, nah I’ve had 
nothing but good support so it’s been good.”

Houkamau said that being born across the ditch has 
also been a blessing, as the large contingent of New 
Zealanders at the club, particularly in the Saints’ netball 
teams, has made it easier for him to feel welcome.

“There’s a thing with Kiwis, if you want to say, in the club, 
so I think everyone’s focus is more on the New Zealand 
part of me than the gay part,” Houkamau revealed.

“So you get into things because you are a Kiwi, not 
really because you are gay, which kind of helps.”

Despite the fact that netball is a largely female-
dominated sport, Houkamau has always felt at ease 
playing and umpiring in social competitions. Most 
netball umpires at this level are men, and a large 
percentage of them are openly gay, which Houkamau 
said has made it easier for him to feel comfortable, 
insofar as he could “be with a bit of a community”.

Football clubs, on the other hand, haven’t traditionally 
been open as netball clubs in welcoming and including 
gay players. The pervading old-school macho 
attitude still lingers in many places, leading most gay 
footballers, and indeed a number of gay athletes from 
other codes, to remain closeted with their sexuality.

There is little doubt footy clubs these days, much like 
society, have become much more accepting of gay 
players, especially through the increasing presence of 
the more open-minded younger generation. However, 
there is still work to be done before gay players feel 
more comfortable coming out in this environment.

“Compared to where we were five, 10 years ago, it’s 
been a huge change, and it will probably be in five or 
10 years’ time before that acceptance will become 
more normal,” Houkamau said.

“As it becomes more normal… I think more and more 
gay, bi, trans or those type of players would feel more 
comfortable to come out.”

Houkamau believes the biggest step St Kilda City 
has made towards breaking down the stigma of 
homosexuality has been the inclusion of netball into 
the football club four years ago, a trend that has been 
widely embraced by the SFNL member clubs.

“I’ve not really been around a footy club. I’ve been 
around netball and I think netball has been pretty 
open to it, and it has been open to it for quite a while,” 
Houkamau said.

“I think with the inclusion of netball into footy clubs… 
it’s opened people’s eyes just to say, ‘well, actually, 
you know, you can be gay and still be good at sport 
and thrive on what you do and it doesn’t drive the 
person who you are.’

“So having netball as part of footy clubs definitely 
helps, especially at St Kilda City. It’s kind of relaxed.”

This Saturday is not only a huge day for the St Kilda 
City Football Netball Club, but a ground-breaking night 
for the AFL with St Kilda taking on the Sydney Swans 
at Etihad Stadium in the first ever AFL Pride Game.

The AFL and the two clubs have been universally 

praised for taking the lead in using sport as a vehicle 
to bring the issue of discrimination of the LGBTI 
community into national focus, and Houkamau said that 
the mainstream media coverage of this historic game 
would be of great benefit to the LGBTI community.

“The more it’s in the media, the more people are 
exposed to it, the more normal it is, if you want to call 
it normal,” he explained.

“It desensitises everyone from the whole perception of 
having gay people within the community is a bad thing.

“So the more exposure and the more publicity that 
is generated from these types of matches and from 
these types of rounds helps the gay community to 
overcome those stereotypes.”

In time, Houkamau hopes this initiative can blossom 
in to a dedicated themed round, both at elite and 
community level, much like Indigenous Round 
and Multicultural Round have become important 
permanent fixtures on the AFL and SFNL calendars. 

But for now, Houkamau is immensely proud of his 
club’s trail-blazing stance in supporting the LGBTI 
community and its efforts in creating a warm, 
welcoming and safe environment for people of all 
sexual orientations and racial, religious, cultural and 
socio-economic backgrounds.

“When Kate (Foster, St Kilda City Netball Coordinator) 
told me about it, it does make me feel proud of the 
fact that I’m with a club that is very open and very 
receptive to the fact there’s all types of people within 
the club,” Houkamau beamed.

“It’s a major standpoint within the footy and netball 
community, the fact that, again, netball is very open. 
Football isn’t (yet), but it’s getting there.

“Being involved in everything like that and being 
pioneering to push this makes me, as a gay man, 
pretty proud.”

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15 rounds are done and dusted, leading to half a competition’s 
worth of weary netballers storing the tunics away until next 
April brings its chill to the air. My congratulations to those 
finishing up for what they have achieved this season, and I hope 
it gave you enough good memories to return when next autumn 
rolls around. For everyone else, finals beckons.

Whereas normally the main focus of this column is on Divisions 
1 and 2, this week Divisions 3 and 4 are highlighted where 
the race to finals has been somewhat tighter than those 
competitions higher. In Division 3, Black Rock in fourth met 
second placed Dingley knowing they had the points advantage, 
but that Caulfield were ready to swoop should they slip up. The 
match showed up all the tension of the occasion early, with 
Black Rock’s press working well early and thus Dingley unable 
to move the ball forward with any great freedom, albeit that 
their defence kept the game even. A 7-5 quarter time Black 
Rock lead was indicative of the cagey nature of the start.

Elsewhere Caulfield began to take the early initiative against 
Skye. They began to move the ball well with their opponents 
always that half-step behind, and although Skye also looked 
dangerous going forward Caulfield’s shooting strength and 
agility around the circle allowed them to lead 13-9. Caulfield 
really started to put their foot down in the second quarter, 
finding space by playing in front and feeding their shooters led 
by Steph Purcell. Skye preferred a direct approach, moving the 
ball forward to where the excellent Kimberley Harrison was a 
constant threat. During the third term Skye started to tire as 
Caulfield looked stronger on the transition, turning a 13-goal 
half time advantage into a 19-goal lead turning for home. Skye 
caught their second wind in the final stanza, but could get no 
closer than 52-38 at the end.

All of this may have been irrelevant however, depending on 
the final result between Black Rock and Dingley, and after 
three quarters of constant thrust and parry, scores were level, 
and it was all down to the last term. Dingley unleashed coach 
Penny Byers-Timms in the goal circle, and she was soon on 
the scoreboard as Dingley took the early initiative, but Jacinta 
Frawley and Dani Forward kept pulling Black Rock back into the 
game whenever Dingley looked like breaking clear. In a quarter 
of four lead changes it was Black Rock that emerged victorious 
by 30-28, thus securing the vital fourth semi final spot.

In other matches, Clayton pushed Heatherton all the way, being 
level at quarter time and within four at both half and three 
quarter time. Heatherton’s know-how came to the fore late 
however, and they completed their season undefeated. St Kilda 
City took second place from Dingley by ending Mordialloc’s 
season with a 50-20 defeat.

Division 4 was tightly congested, with four points covering the 
top five sides.  Keysborough, who had to win to have any chance 
of going any further, hit the ground running against Heatherton 
White, leading by four at quarter time and holding that lead to 
the main break. The Heatherton girls clicked into gear at half 
time, levelling the game by the last change and converting ten 
goals in the last quarter to the six replies from Keysborough, to 
win 41-37 and end their season.

This win by Heatherton White meant that the loser of the South 
Yarra v Heatherton Black clash would miss the double chance. 

Heatherton Black are a particularly well-drilled unit and moved 
the ball from one end of the court to the other like clockwork. 
South Yarra had to work harder for their opportunities, but 
this did not mean they were any less effective, as they turned a 
one-goal deficit at quarter time to a three-goal lead at the main 
break. And it was the ladies in maroon that seized the day in 
the second half to win 35-26 and take the minor premiership, 
consigning Heatherton Black to an elimination final next week.

They will play Dingley, who tuned up for the finals with a 53-24 
win over St Kilda City. Highett finished on a high note by beating 
Springvale Districts by 51-28, while Caulfield finished with a win 
by forfeit over East Brighton.

Elsewhere, Division 1’s matches finished as expected. Bentleigh 
and Keysborough clashed in a physical affair, in which the first 
quarter was even but the game started to roll Keysborough’s 
way after that. Keysborough took control in the centre and 
completed their work well to win by 55-31. Dingley were 
challenged early by Caulfield but their superior team play 
came to the fore, and they won every quarter to finish with the 
points by 65-41. Not much went right for St Kilda City, losing 
key defender Fiona White early from an already undermanned 
side. Bayley Mifsud and Rahni Samason led Heatherton to a 
convincing 76-36 win and the minor premiership.

Division 2 saw Heatherton rebound from their first defeat by 
beating Bentleigh by 64-32. St Pauls retained second spot 
despite a 54-49 reverse against last placed St Kilda City. Third-
placed Dingley beat Mordialloc by 48-32 in an elimination final 
dress rehearsal, while Chelsea Heights continued their brilliant 
late season form by knocking over CPL by 52-36.

St Kilda City needed a big win to unseat Dingley from fourth 
spot in Division 5.  Unfortunately they were second best on 
the day, with Dingley securing August action by winning by 
52-36. Black Rock had the bye and finished with the minor 
premiership, but they will be watching Heatherton, who gave 
Skye a heck of a walloping, winning 100-13. Bentleigh beat 
Chelsea Heights 75-31 to secure third spot, while Cheltenham 
and Mordialloc finished off with wins against Dandenong and 
Lyndhurst respectively.

Division 6 saw minor premiers Lyndhurst make short work of 
Clayton by 69-28.  South Yarra, Caulfield and Lyndale make up 
the four, and they warmed up by beating Dingley, Hampton and 
Highett respectively. St Kilda City finished off their season well 
by winning well over CPL. Heatherton made sure of top spot in 
Division 7 by beating second placed Bentleigh. Mount Waverley 
drew with bottom-placed Black Rock, but this did not cost them 
third spot despite Oakleigh Districts’ win over Murrumbeena. 
Doveton relegated South Yarra to seventh spot on percentage 
with their nine-goal win.

Division 8 saw the top three win over the bottom three. 
Heatherton were too good for fourth-placed Keysborough, 
Cheltenham won convincingly against Lyndhurst, while 
Dandenong outlasted Doveton. In a preview of next week’s 
finals, Dingley Two dropped their first points of the season by 
drawing with Dingley One, while Mordialloc One were too good 
for Mordialloc Two.

So now the finals begin. Well played to all sides that will feature 
from here on, and good luck for the contests.

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UMPIRES’ CORNER / THE WHITE KNIGHT

On Thursday week, August 18, we are celebrating the end 
of the regular season with our traditional “Last Supper” 
after training. The venue will now be the clubrooms at 
Bricker Reserve where a Spit Roast will be served. For 
those umpires who will not be involved in finals, this is 
a great way to finish up the year, and for those running 
finals, a last Thursday without the tension of finals 
appointments. ALL umpires are requested to make every 
effort to attend. The evening should finish up just after 
8.30pm. We will then celebrate the Division 3 Grand Final 
appointments with a meal after training on Thursday 
September 15. 

Thank you to the Ashwood and Doveton Eagles football 
clubs for forming a guard of honour for Steve Castersen 
when he entered the field last Saturday for his 300th 
appearance as the Ashwood clubbie. Congratulations, 
Steve. Some years ago, the late Laurie Johnson umpired 
a milestone game at Dandenong, and, as well as the 
guard of honour, Laurie had a banner to enter the arena 
through. The banner was sturdier than predicted and 
Laurie’s umpiring colleagues need to propel him through 
it so he could take the field!

If you believe that you have a major milestone 
approaching, let your umpiring coach know so that 
occasion can be recognised appropriately, with some 
requested umpires on your panel.

Our healthy field umpiring list has allowed us to run many 
three umpire games in recent weeks including five last 
week and ten the previous week, so that the three umpire 
system will be second nature for most umpires when the 
finals arrive in a fortnight. Even more pleasing is that we 
are managing to do this with only two or three umpires 
required to do double headers each week, and only a 
couple of clubs providing club umpires in the Reserves. 
Thank you to those umpires that have helped out by 
doubling up during the year. The SFNL will be providing 
three Field Umpires in all finals matches and this will give 
many umpires the opportunity to run some finals.  

As the season draws to the end of the home and away 
games, we are looking to introduce some young umpires 
into the 19s and Reserves; we ask the clubs to assist 
is supporting them and encourage them. As the finals 
are approaching, players must remain disciplined - 
no umpire wants to kill off a player’s opportunity to 
participate because of a moment of madness.

Attending the Tribunal for the first time can be a daunting 
experience even for umpires (and players) who have 
been there many times. However, Tom Reid, who is still 
thirteen, gave evidence like a veteran last week when 
he clearly and concisely told the Tribunal what had 
had observed the previous Saturday. Even the reported 

player’s advocate congratulated him on his evidence. Tom 
loves his footy, and, after playing Juniors for the past four 
years, has spent his Saturdays running the boundary in 
the SFNL this year, and fronting up again every Sunday as 
a fieldie in the SMJFL. Having both played and umpired, 
Tom now prefers using the whistle to getting a kick.

If you report a player or official, make sure that the 
player, or the team manager, is advised of the report at 
the first available opportunity, and that the timekeepers 
are aware of the colour of the card used. No-one other 
than the officiating umpires should be in the umpires’ 
room after the match until the report has been written 
out and checked by all the umpires in the team. Make 
notes of what occurred so you can refer to them, if 
necessary, at the Tribunal. Only then should the team 
managers be asked to sign the report and be given their 
copies of the report sheet. Be clear with the officials if 
a set penalty is to be offered or if you are referring the 
report directly to the Tribunal. Finally, ring Adam Sparrow 
and advise him of the report.  

When attending the Tribunal, arrive fifteen minutes 
early so you can discuss the case with your SFNL 
advocate. When giving evidence state your case clearly 
and concisely and answer questions in as few words as 
possible. If you do not know the answer to a question, 
simply tell that to the Tribunal. After you have given your 
evidence, you are not required to stay until the case has 
been completed, but may do so if you wish.  

The annual Awards Night (which includes the Grand 
Final appointments) will be held from 7pm on Wednesday 
September 21 at the Huntingdale Gold Club, Windsor 
Ave, South Oakleigh. The cost of this function, the “Last 
Supper” and Div 3 Grand Final Appointments Night, are 
included in your membership fees.
