Round 16 continued the trend of tight finishes with three 
games decided by fewer than three goals, which further 
highlighted the evenness of the Division 1 competition.

Clayton stole the points from St Kilda City with the last kick 
of the game in an entertaining encounter at Peanut Farm. 
Although the Clays led for most of the afternoon, the Saints 
managed to hit the front after booting the first three goals 
of the final term. Enter veteran Cory Wilson who lived out 
every boy’s dream by nailing a set shot after the siren from 
30m out to hand Clayton a five-point victory. Daniel Kirby 
helped save the game for the Clays with several strong 
defensive marks, while Stewart Scanlon booted four majors 
up the other end. Juy Capp and Rhys Joachim were among 
the best for the losing side.

East Malvern stormed the Bloods’ fortress, becoming the 
first visiting side in 2015 to claim victory at Ben Kavanagh 
Reserve with a thrilling come-from-behind three-point 
triumph. Mordialloc got off to a flier, and a poor second 
term from the Panthers saw them trail by as much as four 
goals. But to their credit, the visitors never lost belief and 
surged to the lead on the back of terrific team footy in the 
second half. A goal to the Bloods got them back with a kick 
in the dying minutes, but the Panthers held on to claim a 
hard-earned victory and a spot in the top three. Michael 
Cooke was best afield by the length of Flemington straight, 
finishing with 5.4 and dominating up forward for the 
winners, while Ralph Sadler did a terrific job nullifying the 
Bloods’ leading goalkicker James Morris. Anthony Scafidi 
and Josh Jewell both starred for to the Bloods.

Meanwhile, St Pauls overcame a plucky Cheltenham outfit 
to triumph by 16 points at Jack Barker Oval and seal their 
place in the 2015 finals. The Rosellas led at every change in 
what was a low-scoring tussle with Andy Dewar and Chris 
Germano both in scintillating touch. But after having booted 
four goals in the first three quarters, the Dogs booted 
another four in the final change to pull away from the home 
side. Young gun James Sziller again showed his worth to 
the Bulldogs’ line-up with another dazzling display while 
the evergreen Liam Wilson was similarly prolific through 
the middle. 

The Dingoes bounced back from their loss to St Pauls 
the previous week to record a thumping 80-point win over 
Bentleigh at Souter Oval. Dingley led from go to woah, 
and eight consecutive goals saw their 33-point halftime 
advantage blow right out. Such was their dominance all 
over the ground the Dingoes conceded just four goals for 
the entire afternoon, with Brett Lavars and the hard-nosed 
Dan Bolger causing much of the carnage. Jackson Meredith 
and Scott Lawry were the pick of the Demons.

The final game was horrific viewing for the Chelsea Heights 
faithful as their side was embarrassed by a rampant East 
Brighton at Beazley Reserve. The Heighters contributed 
just one behind to the scoreboard in the first half and could 
manage only three more scoring shots for the rest of the 

match as they were thrashed by a whopping 158 points. The 
Vampires had no such worries in front of goal as Phil Smith 
finished with 11 of the best and Mark Jamieson added four 
of his own. Jordy Peryman booted two of his side’s three 
goals in a performance that provided perhaps their only 
highlight.

Just two rounds remain, and with the finalists and wooden 
spooner already decided, the only variable is the final 
makeup of the top five and who earns the all-important 
double chance.

East Malvern vs Bentleigh (Dunlop Reserve) 
The Panthers win last week was a true eight-pointer and 
sees them ensconced in the top three on percentage. But 
with Mordialloc still looming as a threat to their position, 
East Malvern must continue to win if they want to earn the 
double chance. Bentleigh were disappointing last week 
as again too much was left to too few. I expect them to be 
more competitive this week, but the Panthers will prove too 
strong.

East Brighton vs Cheltenham (Hurlingham Park) 
Granted, they only beat the imminent wooden spooner, but 
the way the Vampires ruthlessly and methodically tore apart 
the Heighters was no less impressive. Their last month has 
been terrific and they seem to be peaking at just the right 
time. Conversely, a season that promised much has now 
fizzled into bitter disappointment for the Rosellas, who have 
now lost nine on the trot and seem destined for a bottom-
three finish. Brave though they may have been last week, 
they won’t get anywhere near East Brighton on Saturday.

St Pauls vs Chelsea Heights (McKinnon Reserve) 
It’s incredible to think that these two sides both occupied 
the bottom two spots on the ladder with just one win 
between them after five rounds. Since then St Pauls have 
won 9 of their last 11 games to storm into September as 
one of the in-form teams of the competition, while Chelsea 
Heights remain stone motherless with one win to their 
credit. Put your house on St Pauls.

Clayton vs Dingley (Meade Reserve) 
With the Clays now eliminated from the finals race there is 
little for them to play for except pride. Dingley, meanwhile, 
are gunning for their second straight minor premiership, 
but given East Brighton are hot on their hammer, they 
cannot afford anymore slip ups. The Dingoes would be keen 
to enter the finals in solid form, so they should comfortably 
account for Clayton here.

St Kilda City vs Mordialloc (Peanut Farm) 
Mordialloc will be desperate to return to the winners list 
this week to keep alive their top three aspirations. The 
Saints were gallant last week, but in the end the result was 
reflective of their season – just not quite good enough. I’m 
certain they will give it a red-hot crack at home again this 
week, but with so much on the line you would expect the 
Bloods to prevail.

Up-and-coming Southern 
Football Netball League 
umpire Annie Mirabile 
will take to the field at 
Etihad Stadium on Sunday 
afternoon to umpire the 
AFL Women’s match 
between the Western 
Bulldogs and Melbourne.

Mirabile is one of three

Adding to the match’s Southern League flavour will 
be Libby Toovey, a former graduate of the SFNL 
umpiring system who currently officiates in the VFL.

Although the appointment came as a bit of a surprise 
to Mirabile, the 21-year-old said she was excited to be 
given the opportunity and was proud to represent the 
SFNL on the big stage.

“It was pretty unexpected really. I just got an email 
saying sort of ‘save the date, we might need you’ and 
then a week or so ago I got told I was in, which was 
exciting,” Mirabile said.

“It’s pretty exciting. I’ve never umpired on that sort of 
a stage before.

“(I’m) obviously pretty proud to be picked. Hopefully I can 
do the League proud and the Umpiring Association.”

Mirabile umpired the corresponding Dogs/Demons 
women’s fixture last year, but with the added 
pressure of television cameras this year she is keen 
to put in a good performance.

“Hopefully (I can umpire) pretty well. I did the 
equivalent game last year, except that wasn’t 
televised or anything, so I guess this is a bigger 
audience,” she said.

Mirabile is also looking forward to teaming up again 
with her good friend and former colleague Toovey.

“She’s left a big hole at the League having gone to 
the VFL this year so it would be great to umpire with 
her again. We’re great mates so it should be great,” 

Mirabile said.

Over the last few seasons Mirabile has developed into 
one of the SFNL’s elite umpires and officiated last 
year’s SFNL Division 1 senior-grade Grand Final.

Mirabile was also presented with the AFL Victoria 
Golden Whistle Award in 2014 for her work in the 
VWFL and also umpired in the AFL Victoria Metro 
Championships in March this year.

 SFNL Director of Umpiring Peter Mair said that 
Mirabile has developed into a terrific umpire and 
possesses all the necessary skills to follow Toovey 
into VFL ranks.

“She’s developed really well over the last couple of 
years,” Mair said.

“She’s a great decision-maker, she’s very composed 
and she’s now got herself really, really fit as well.

“She’s very capable of umpiring the next level.”

Mair also said the fact this match was being officiated 
by two current or former umpires from the SFNL 
system was testament to the programs the League 
has in place to develop whistle-blowers.

“Its’ really exciting to have two (SFNL) reps in that 
match, there’s no doubt about that,” he said.

The equation is simple for fifth-placed Ashwood. A home 
win over Moorabbin will see the Magpies head into the 
finals.

Endeavour Hills vs Black Rock (Barry Simon Reserve) 
Endeavour Hills is still lurking in sixth spot and might 
yet feature in the finals. The Falcons need to beat the 
competition leader, Black Rock, and are also relying on a 
slip-up from Ashwood. Last time Endeavour Hills played 
the Jets, it copped a 96-point walloping and found itself 
sitting two games out of the five.

But it is a good opportunity to tune up for the 
finals. For Lyndale it has been a disappointing season 
after winning a couple of finals last year, and the Pumas 
will give their all in this clash, but CPL is destined to win 
comfortably.

Sandown vs Dandenong (Edinburgh Reserve) 
Win or lose, Sandown can’t move from ninth on the 
ladder. However, it will be keen to finish a disappointing 
season on a positive note when it takes on Dandenong at 
home. The Redlegs need to win to avoid slipping to 11th 
place and, with the confidence of a win in Round 17, will 
have strong self-belief. It should be a good game, with 
the Cobras set to prevail by a few goals. 

Hallam has this week’s bye, so has played its last game 
for the season.
