Port Melbourne Colts V Mordialloc (JL Murphy Reserve) 
The Colts’ first season in the SFNL’s top flight hasn’t exactly 
followed the script, and with the losses mounting, finals are 
looking further and further away.

This week they face the toughest assignment in Mordialloc, who 
have been irrepressible since Daniel Quinn took over as coach 
ahead of Round 9.

The Bloods will enter this clash as near unbackable favourites, 
and although they wouldn’t be the first top side to come a cropper 
on the Colts’ diminutive fortress, their array of big-bodied ball 
winners should have too much class and experience in the 
clinches to let this game slip.

Mordialloc by 38 points.

Oakleigh District V St Pauls (Princes Highway Reserve) 
It was a welcome return to form for the Districts last week, albeit 
against a depleted Clayton outfit. Nevertheless, their colossal 
win should fill Shayne Sheedy’s charges with plenty of confidence 
heading into this week’s clash with the Dogs.

St Pauls sit second behind Mordialloc on percentage only, and will 
take some beating come September. The club has a treasure trove 
of highly talented Under 19 kids at its disposal, many of whom 
have been blooded into the senior team throughout the season, 
meaning the Dogs not only have the depth of talent to go well into 
September, but also contend for several years to come.

Oakleigh will provide a contest, but as long as the young pups don’t 
get ahead of themselves, St Pauls should chalk up win number nine.

St Pauls by 25 points.

Dingley V St Kilda City (Souter Oval)  
St Kilda City will have its eyes firmly set on Dingley’s spot in the 
top three when these two sides go head to head at the Den.

And the Dingoes will be keen to put in an inspired performance 
for veteran defender Andrew Frost, who this week runs out for his 
200th game.

The fourth-placed Saints upset Dingley in their most recent 
encounter back in Round 2, but if they are to repeat the result 
here they will need to put some work into nullifying in-form 
spearhead Calhan McQueen. ‘The Dream’ has averaged nearly 
five goals a game since Round 5, and has set up many others 
for his teammates, enhancing his reputation as one of the most 
dangerous forwards in the competition.

Remarkably, the Saints have maintained a record of alternating 
losses and wins since Round 5, and Dingley will ensure that 
pattern continues.

Dingley by 32 points.

East Malvern V Clayton (Dunlop Reserve)

The Panthers looked at times listless against Mordialloc last week 
as they slumped to their third loss in four games. Their depth is 
being severely tested at the moment, but at its best East Malvern 
remains capable of matching it with the best in the competition.

Clayton has endured a torrid year, and struggled for 
competitiveness in most of its matches. Unfortunately, another 
heavy defeat awaits them at the Zoo this week. 

East Malvern by 65 points.

St Pauls 12.8 (80) def Bentleigh 10.9 (69) 
The Doggies’ Cinderella story has continued, narrowly defeating 
fierce local rivals Bentleigh by 11 points in one of the best games 
of the season.

The massive crowd that flocked to McKinnon Reserve were 
treated to a free-flowing, see-sawing encounter, with the win 
ensuring St Pauls took home the 2017 beyondblue Cup.

St Pauls made full use of the strong breeze favouring the 
southern end of the ground in the opening quarter, and led by two 
goals at the first change. However, the Demons returned serve in 
the second with five majors to swing the match in their favour.

When the experienced Scott Lawry goaled at the four-minute 
mark of the third term, the visitors lead was extended to 20 points, 
and the match seemed to be slipping from the Dogs’ grasp. Enter 
spearhead Steve Muller, whose four goals in nine minutes put the 
hosts back in front.

Clinging to a four-point lead at the final change, the Dogs needed 
a big effort to prevent Bentleigh from running away with the 
match with the wind in the last quarter. And that is exactly what 
they delivered, with two last quarter goals taking the wind out of 
the Demons’ sails.

Muller was clearly the most influential player on the ground, 
plucking several great contested marks and finishing with nine of 
his team’s 12 goals for the day.

Matthew Brown booted the other three and impressed around the 
ground, while Brad Gilder and Rhys Peet were similarly influential. 
Young defender Will Clarke was also outstanding down back.

Demons ruckman Mitchell Smart was a dominant force in the 
air all afternoon, while Kayne O’Brien and Brody Lawford were 
prolific through the midfield.

Mordialloc 19.11 (125) def East Malvern 7.5 (47) 
The Bloods have asserted its premiership favouritism with a 
phenomenal 78-point drubbing of East Malvern at Ben Kavanagh 
Reserve

A strong opening stanza had Mordialloc on top early, but it was 
the premiership quarter in which they really stamped their 
authority on the game. A devastating 25 minutes of football saw 
the hosts keep the Panthers scoreless, while adding seven goals 
themselves to ensure they enjoyed an insurmountable lead at the 
final change.

Simon Fragiacomo produced a dazzling best afield display, and 
provided plenty of run and drive off the half back line. However, 
he had strong support in Jordan Derbyshire and Jaydan Gregory, 
while James Morris and Steve Tolongs combined for nine goals. 

Ryan Mullett (two goals) and Matt Terech were industrious all day 
in what was a tough afternoon for the Panthers.

Cheltenham 8.6 (54) def by Dingley 19.9 (123) 
A blistering second half has seen the Dingoes thrash a 
disappointing Cheltenham by 69 points at Jack Barker Oval.

The Rosellas were competitive in the first half, sitting just 15 
points adrift of the Dingoes at the major break, and a tough 
battled was expected upon the resumption.

That never eventuated, with Cheltenham registering just one more 
goal for the remainder of the day in a half of football they would 
rather forget. 

Dingley simply did as they pleased, and with co-captain Jack Peet 
and winger Josh Ferguson running rampant through the middle, 
they booted the last eight goals of the match to put a dent in the 
Rosellas’ finals chances.

Cal McQueen and Danny Ades were prolific up forward for the 
winners with seven goals between them.

James North, Jack Barclay and Jack Worrall were among 
Cheltenham’s best.

St Kilda City 10.14 (74) def Port Melbourne Colts 4.5 (29) 
The Saints avenged their Round 1 loss to the Colts with a 45-point 
victory in their return bout at the Peanut Farm.

The game again proved to be a tight and low-scoring arm wrestle 
for most of the afternoon, with the two sides separated by just 
eight points at three quarter time. However, the Saints took 
control in the final stanza, booting six unanswered goals with the 
wind to blow Port out of the water.

Jack Williams and Malcolm Neiwand were the stars for City, while 
Carl Peterson also stood out with three majors.

Jackson Brown contributed three of the Colts’ four goals, while 
Jake Wood fought hard all day.

Clayton 5.3 (33) def by Oakleigh District 23.15 (153) 
Oakleigh District have snapped a four-game losing streak with a 
20-goal demolition of Clayton at Meade Reserve.

The Clays showed signs of improvement in the first half, booting 
four majors to be within 28 points at the major break, but a 
second-half fade out allowed the Districts to bang on 11 goals in 
the final term.

Jake Mullen was simply unstoppable up forward with nine goals, 
including four in their last quarter blitz, while Cory Hutchinson 
and Nuru Jammeh also shone.

Jack McEwin did his chances of claiming Clayton’s Best & Fairest 
no harm with another standout performance.

While the top three sides have now put a bit of a gap on the rest of 
the competition, the race for the remaining finals spots remains 
as fierce as ever.

Bentleigh V Cheltenham (Bentleigh Reserve) 
This importance of this match in the context of the season cannot 
be overstated. 

Both the Demons and the Rosellas, though still in finals 
contention, are precariously positioned at 4-6 and need a lot of 
things to go right for them to secure a berth in the finals. A loss 
here for either side would be a monumental setback.

The eighth-placed Bentleigh’s past month has been as good as 
anybody’s, and although beaten last week by the high-flying St Pauls, 
were no less impressive in the way they went about their footy.

Cheltenham, meanwhile, went from chocolates to boiled lollies 
in the space in the space of an hour, and their second-half 
capitulation against the Dingoes is a worrying sign for a team that 
has been notoriously hot and cold this year.

A full four-quarter performance from the Rosellas this week and 
they are a chance to sneak over the line, but the Demons’ form at 
the minute is simply irresistible.

Round 10 saw a variety of results, including 
top placed St Kilda City inflicting St Pauls’ third 
consecutive loss, and a massive feat for Oakleigh 
District.

Hampton suffered a crushing defeat against Oakleigh 
District, going down by 107 points at the Peterson 
Street Reserve. 

Oakleigh kicked 5.6 in the first term to a scoreless 
Hampton, who were unable to pick up the pieces as 
Oakleigh continued to inflict the damage, piling on 
another 15 goals throughout the match. 

Liam McCabe was once again pivotal in the forward 
line for Oakleigh with five goals to his name, 
and Nathan Peddle delivered a best on ground 
performance for the winning side.

Hallam bounced back after a loss to Cheltenham 
in Round 9 as they defeated Parkmore / Springvale 
Districts by 33 points at Springvale Reserve.

UNDER 19: ON THE UP / BRITT GOLDSMITH

Coming close to their first taste of victory in 
a narrow loss against Hampton in Round 9, 
Bentleigh’s hunger was effectively reignited on 
Saturday as they claimed their first win of the 
season in a stunning defeat over Endeavour Hills.  

Bentleigh sang their club song in jubilant style, 
a credit to their persistence throughout what has 
been a tough season for the young group. 

Coach Dale Lewis, who is an ex-Bentleigh senior 
player, coach and junior coach, explained how his 
young side has managed to remain competitive 
throughout the year– with the majority of his players 
aged 16-17 years. 

“We have played some really good football against 
the quality of the opposition, but we need to 
continue to improve our consistency. The message 
around our team is to just be patient – we will grow 
as a group,” Lewis said. 

“This year we’ve been very competitive in a lot 
of games, we’ve pushed sides for a half or three 
quarters of the games… at times, it’s inconsistency 
which has caused us to lose momentum.”

Led by co-captains Jak Cummings and Michael 
D’Rozario, Bentleigh hold exciting prospects in the 
Under 19s competition in future years, as they lean 
towards the top age end of the ranks. 

“Bentleigh had a very strong Under 19s team a 
couple of years ago that dated back four or five 
years, and played off in a lot of grand finals…(but) 
last year, the club struggled with the flow of juniors 
(to Under 19s),” Lewis said.

“I’ve been able to appoint two assistant coaches, 
Ozzie Ozaydin and Paul Nankervis who coached 
and were very successful at the Bentleigh Junior 
Football Club. We’ve planned to reinvigorate and 
rescope our long-term plan for Under 19s footy 
with Bentleigh.

“We’ve built the side from scratch and recruited 
heavily from some ex-Bentleigh players who got 

lost in the system a bit or ended up at other clubs 
because of the juniors not being able to field sides, 
and they’ve returned which is fantastic for us.”

Although finals may just be out of arm’s reach for 
Bentleigh in 2017, Lewis explained how his group’s 
perseverance and comradery has kept their spirits 
high despite their statistical success on the ladder, 
where they currently sit in 10th position.  

However, with their first win on the board and 
confidence surging, anything could be possible for 
the Bentleigh group, particularly with the new eight-
side finals format in 2017. Regardless, Bentleigh 
will be a side to keep an eye on in coming years.

“It’s been an interesting season I suppose, building 
the foundation of where we want to go in the next 
two or three years. We feel that we have built a 
really strong foundation of good families, committed 
kids, and we’ve been able to get them building 
towards a successful campaign,” Lewis said. 

“We understand the long-term effort overall, 
because we’ve started from scratch, we’ve gone in 
leaps and bounds.”

Despite if Bentleigh attain more wins on the board or 
not in 2017, Lewis explained how their progression 
and growth as a team is his highest priority, and 
most gratifying aspect to see as a coach.  

“What I’m actually really liking about the group 
is how they respect each other. The bond that we 
have, having meals on Thursday nights, going 
to functions together, and the relationship that I 
have with the players and another two committed 
coaches,” Lewis said. 

“We’ve come a very long way in a short period of 
time with the commitment of the players. It’s about 
us continuing to take small steps to climb the 
mountain, and each week we feel that we actually 
do make those steps.”

Bentleigh take on Doveton this week at  
Power Reserve.

WOMEN’S FOOTBALL TEAMLISTS
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Season 2017 is now two-thirds over. Whilst the top of the 
Division one ladder is populated by the usual suspects, the 
battle to be considered the main challenger to the crown is 
more fascinating than previous years has shown.

Caulfield have long been considered the main danger to 
the established order, and have thrown down the gauntlet 
in recent weeks with several impressive displays. Here 
they took on Dingley, and though by no means disgraced 
they were shown that the league leaders had no intentions 
of relinquishing the crown any time soon. Jess Payne 
returned to the goal circle for Dingley, and wasted no time 
in combining well with Bridgette Furphy in converting the 
opportunities provided by their talented and experienced 
mid-court. At the other end Caulfield scored enough to stay 
in touch, with Sophie O’Shea providing her usual nuisance 
and Georgia Heenan fighting an engaging battle with 
the composed Chloe Sinclair. In the end Dingley created 
enough openings to win all four quarters and emerge 
victorious by 57-41.

Heatherton Black played Heatherton White in an intra-club 
derby that at times showed the lower level of intensity 
that often goes with such fixtures. The absence of the 
Riddell sisters and Maggie Carlon did not help the White 
cause, and while Taylor Butterworth and Sophie Clark were 
strong in attack they had their hands full with the settled 
Black defence. Both sides had their moments of slick 
passing movements and clever ball use, but it was Black’s 
bookends, Rahni Samason in attack and Kirsten Daley in 
defence that were the decisive factors in a 54-37 victory.

This meant that the winner of the St Kilda City v 
Keysborough clash would draw level with Heatherton White 
in fourth place, and this spot would be assumed by a City 
side that took the initiative from the early exchanges. Both 
sides combined well with the ball, but City began to do the 
Borough considerable damage by providing the short option 
for their ball carriers rather than allowing Keysborough to 
pick off the long pass. A four goal first quarter advantage 
was parlayed into a 24-15 half time lead as Keysborough 
struggled to hold the scoring power of the Joneses. A 
15-goal deficit at the last change was always going to be 
near-impossible to make up, and though Sam Downie and 
Lesina Lalotoa made numerous fine interceptions and 
Shana Bain was a particularly good link player, the likes 
of rebounding defender Tash Petroff and clever midfielder 
Louise Moetu gave St Kilda City enough opportunities to 
close out a 48-34 win.

St Pauls played Bentleigh in a game of sometimes manic 
pace where defence seemed not to be a priority. Bentleigh 
started the match in a rather profligate mood, turning 
over three centre passes in the first quarter through basic 
errors and allowing St Pauls to skip to a 22-11 lead. A 
heavy fall in the second quarter, causing a hip injury to star 
goaler Grace Healey rattled St Pauls and threatened to let 

Bentleigh back into the match as they went into oranges 
only six goals down. However, Healey returned to the fray 
in the third term and as if chastened by the impudence of 
the hard Dingley surface, refused to miss as she put on a 
shooting clinic. The hard running of Eliza Barnes formed 
the partnership that took St Pauls to last year’s Division 2 
grand final – here again this partnership was too much for 
Bentleigh to handle, and despite the efforts of consistent 
goal keeper Ky Brown and excellent inclusions from 
division two Katie Lamb and Jayde Hildegard St Pauls had 
a comfortable 61-45 margin by game’s end.

Division 2 once more reverted to type with all the favourites 
scoring comfortable victories.  South Yarra made life 
difficult for second-placed Dingley before falling to defeat 
by 32-22.  Dingley, however, could make no impression 
on the leaders as Heatherton maintained their unbeaten 
record. Heatherton are averaging a whopping 60 goals 
per match. Here they exceeded this impressive average, 
taking St Kilda City to the cleaners in a 71-26 walloping. 
Elsewhere Caulfield retained third place through having 
little trouble brushing aside the Mordialloc challenge. 
A scoreline of 55-33 formed a fitting reflection of the 
superiority of the girls from the Bear Cave. Whilst the top 
three appear set in stone, South Yarra in fourth place could 
yet be vulnerable to a challenge from either City, Mordialloc 
or Bentleigh should they lose form, holding an eight-point 
advantage over the chasing pack.

Division 3 saw the hard-working CPL side achieve their first 
win for the season, claiming the scalp of Lyndale by 36-34. 
This win had been coming – CPL has been improving and, 
rested after the bye the previous week, this was the game 
in which they took the points. Just above them, Caulfield 
pinched a four-point break on Black Rock with a 30-28 
win. Higher up the ladder, third-placed Heatherton’s 42-32 
defeat of Dingley and Clayton’s 34-24 win over Keysborough 
meant that Clayton replaced Dingley at the top of the tree, 
with fourth placed St Kilda City having the bye. This sets 
the scene for another top-of-the-table face-off at mid-day 
this Saturday as a stung Dingley unit does battle with 
Clayton in an attempt to regain their crown.

Last week the two Dingley teams held the first two places 
on the Division 4 ladder, while the two Heatherton sides 
rested third and fourth. At the end of this round the roles 
were reversed. Heatherton Black beat Dingley Gold by 
45-42, eighth placed Mordialloc tasted top four blood for 
the second week running by beating Dingley Red by 35-34, 
and Heatherton White had a comfortable 59-42 win over 
Keysborough. This gives Heatherton White the competition 
lead over Heatherton Black, with Dingley Gold and Dingley 
Red in close pursuit. Elsewhere Black Rock 35 defeated 
Caulfield 26, and St Kilda City 41 beat South Yarra 22.  
Heatherton White play Heatherton Black this week, and it 
would take a brave (or foolish) forecaster to try and work 
out how this division will finish.

NETBALL: THE CUT AND DRIVE / HUGH MACLEAN @HughMaclean

Division 5 is no clearer. Caulfield’s 55-18 demolition of 
East Brighton means that they only have one defeat for the 
season. Dingley and Lyndhurst played each other having 
been similarly invincible – it was Dingley emerged with their 
record intact, winning a 35-33 cliff-hanger. Heatherton’s 
49-18 win over Highett means that they hold down fourth 
spot, a win clear of Skye (51-46 winners over St Kilda 
City) and Cheltenham (who beat Dandenong by 51-26). 
Elsewhere St Pauls claimed their first points of the season 
in the beyondblue Cup battle, beating Bentleigh by 27-18. In 
another finals preview, Caulfield take on Dingley in Round 11.

Doveton’s narrow 38-36 over a tenacious Mordialloc allows 
them to hold the top spot in Division 6, while Dingley 
Gold (39-16 over Lyndale), Heatherton (46-35 over St 
Kilda City), and Dingley Red (64-26 over Clayton), all had 
important wins which increase their level of comfort in the 
top four. Mount Waverley joined Mordialloc in missing the 
opportunity to put pressure on Dingley Red in fourth by 
going down by 39-37 to Hallam, while Aspendale recorded 
their second win in as many games, by 37-35 over South 
Yarra to cling onto their faint finals hopes.

Division 7 sees Dingley still unbeaten, retaining their 100% 
record with a 38-21 win over Hampton. Oakleigh District 
overcame a slow start by beating Doveton by 34-27 to hold 
second spot, while Lyndhurst (who beat Murrumbeena on 
forfeit) and Lyndhurst (38-25 victors over Cheltenham), 
make up the four. East Brighton beat Heatherton by 32-26 
to draw level on points with Lyndhurst in their chase for 
a maiden finals berth, while St Kilda City just outlasted 
Chelsea Heights by 23-20. Round 11 could be vital to the 
final standings, with East Brighton facing Dingley as CPL 
and Lyndhurst do battle.

Keysborough made it nine wins from nine in Division 8 by 
thumping South Yarra by 41-7.  Mordialloc claimed their 
ninth scalp in ten by avenging their Round 1 defeat and 
defeating Lyndhurst by 50-22. Dingley overtake Lyndhurst 
and move into third spot with a narrow 32-30 win over fifth 
placed Hallam. Elsewhere Heatherton 61 beat Dandenong 
16, Lyndale 34 beat Caulfield 20, while Mount Waverley 
consigned Black Rock to the foot of the table with their 
25-19 win.
