Cheltenham V Oakleigh District (Jack Barker Oval) 
The Rosellas were on top of the world after upsetting Mordialloc 
in Round 7, but they have saluted just once since as their season 
continues to free fall.

Touted as finals contenders early in the year, Cheltenham 
currently languishes in eighth position, with finals looking an 
increasingly unlikely proposition.

The seventh-placed Districts are faring only marginally better, but 
it showed positive signs in its loss to St Pauls last week.

The stakes are high in this one, as a loss for either side here will 
just about draw the curtain on their finals hopes.

Given neither side is setting the world on fire, it is impossible to 
tip a winner with any confidence, but its home ground advantage 
will see the Rosellas enter this clash as marginal favourites.

Cheltenham by four points.

St Kilda City V Bentleigh (Peanut Farm) 
Another massive game in the context of the season as the Saints 
and the Demons chase the final spot in the top five.

St Kilda City currently clings to fifth by the skin of their teeth, just 
0.91% ahead of the sixth-placed Bentleigh.

The latter’s remarkable mid-season turnaround has been one of 
the stories of the year. After six rounds, Bentleigh sat second last 
with just one win to its credit, but have since fought back to secure 
four wins from it last five starts and re-emerge as a legitimate 
finals contender.

City have shown plenty of promise this season, but have lacked any 
real consistency. On form, you cannot go past the Demons here.

Bentleigh by 20 points.

Port Melbourne Colts V Dingley (JL Murphy Reserve) 
With finals now all but out of the question for the Colts, they will 
be keen to finish their debut Division 1 season on a high and claim 
a couple of big scalps in the final weeks.

And scalps don’t come much bigger than Dingley.

They will have their work cut out for them, though. The Dingoes 
are beginning to hit their straps at just the right time as they 
chase their third consecutive premiership.

Port will again look to shut down their opponents’ outside run, but 
with match winners on every line, and the most prolific goalkicker 
in the competition up forward in Cal McQueen, Dingley should 
prove far too strong.

Dingley by 35 points.

Mordialloc V Clayton (Ben Kavanagh Reserve) 
Ladder leaders Mordialloc this week host imminent wooden 
spooners Clayton in a match that will unfortunately leave plenty to 
be desired if it is a tight contest you are seeking.

The gap in class between these two sides is vast, and particularly 
on the large Ben Kavanagh Reserve, expect the Bloods to score 
freely en route to another commanding victory.

Mordialloc by 75 points.

Bentleigh 17.8 (110) def Cheltenham 5.9 (39) 
The Rosellas’ worrying form slump has continued, this time 
belted by the resurgent Bentleigh to the tune of 71 points at 
Arthur Street. 

Cheltenham were right in the contest in the first half and trailed 
by just 13 points at the long break, but the Demons took control of 
the midfield in the third term and never looked back.

Bentleigh then put an exclamation mark on the result with a 
barnstorming final term, slamming on eight unanswered goals to 
blow the lacklustre Rosellas out of the water.

Tom Massey booted four goals in a dazzling best afield display, 
with Ben Cooper (three goals) also having an impact on the 
scoreboard.

Barama Blow and Josh McGarry were also influential 
contributors.

James North and Mitch La Fontaine stood out on what was 
another dirty day for Cheltenham.

East Malvern 24.14 (158) def Clayton 5.4 (34) 
Nine goals from Nathan Henley has guided East Malvern to a 
comprehensive 124-point drubbing of Clayton at the Zoo.

The Panthers were in control from the outset, and by the major 
break their lead was out to an insurmountable 65 points.

However, Clayton refused to roll over and booted four goals in the 
third quarter to give their fans something to cheer about.

Henley will likely earn the three votes for his dominant best on 
ground performance, while Ryan Mullett, Jimmy Dowling and 
Simon Taylor were also outstanding.

Gary Barton and Matt Wilson were the Clays’ best.

Port Melbourne Colts 10.5 (65) def by Mordialloc 21.18 (144) 
Mordialloc has cruised to a comfortable victory over Port Colts at 
JL Murphy Reserve to consolidate its position at the head of the 
Division 1 ladder.

The two sides were separated by just three points after a tense 
opening term arm-wrestle, but the visitors put their foot down in the 
second, booting nine goals to enter the sheds 53 points to the good.

The Colts, however, set about making immediate inroads into 
the deficit upon the resumption, and booted four goals in quick 
succession to send a scare through the Mordi camp. They finished 
with five for the term, which saw the margin reduced to 30 points 
at the final change.

But that was a close as the Colts would get, with an eight-goal 
final term seeing Mordialloc home by a whopping 79 points. 

Big Steve Tolongs had a day out for the winners, booting six 
goals, while James Pither excelled in the absence of first-choiuce 
ruckman Tom McMahon. Dean Miller and Jordan Derbyshire also 
impressed.

The Colts, meanwhile, were well served by Lewis Mildenhall, Jayme 
Lawson and Max Mitchell-Russell, who finished with three goals.

Oakleigh District 8.7 (55) def by St Pauls 10.12 (72) 
The Dogs have maintained their winning run and hold on second 
spot with a 17-point triumph over Oakleigh District at Princes 
Highway Reserve.

St Pauls started positively and controlled much of the play in the 
first half, but were let down by early inaccuracy, which limited 

their half time lead to just 24 points. The Dogs straighten up after 
half time, adding 4.2 in the third quarter to extend their lead to a 
match-winning 36 points.

However, the Districts rallied in the final term, booting four goals 
to St Pauls’ one, but it wasn’t enough to pinch an unlikely come-
from-behind win.

Dogs playmaker Matt Kreymborg was dominant around the 
ground all afternoon, while Will Clark and Alex Spencer worked 
hard in defence. Spearhead Steve Muller continued his good form 
in front of the sticks, bagging five goals.

Paul Fermanis booted four goals for the Oaks to be named their 
best, while Cory Hutchinson and Daniel Spence were similarly 
industrious.

Dingley 19.8 (122) def St Kilda City 6.9 (45) 
The Dingoes celebrated veteran defender Andrew Frost’s birthday 
and 200 game milestone in style with an emphatic 77-point win 
over St Kilda City at the Den.

The final margin perhaps wasn’t an accurate reflection of the 
tightness of the match, with the Saints right in the contest for 
the first three quarters. City trailed by just 21 points at the final 
change before capitulating in the final term, which allowed the 
Dingoes to pile on nine unanswered goals in a blistering quarter 
of football.

Cal McQueen was again in the thick of the action, finishing with 
his third six-goal haul in four weeks. Troy MacKenzie again 
starred in the ruck, while Marcus Freeman, Danny Ades and Trav 
La Rocca were also prolific.

Nick Perry and Jack Williams were among the best for the Saints, 
who now cling to fifth spot by a narrow percentage buffer.

ROUND 12 PREVIEW

Several massive games are lined up for Round 12 that could have 
a massive impact on the finals race.

St Pauls V East Malvern (McKinnon Reserve)

A massive contest between two sides with the potential to do 
plenty of damage come September.

The Panthers endured a tumultuous few weeks, dropping 
matches to Dingley, Bentleigh and Mordialloc within four rounds. 
However, it returned to form with its thrashing of Clayton last 
week, which sees it cement itself in outright fourth spot.

St Pauls, meanwhile, remains one of the competition’s top teams, 
having lost just one match (Round 8 to Port Colts) since Round 1 
to sit second on the ladder behind Mordi on percentage. 

This will be a game of contrasting styles. The Panthers will look 
to lock the ball in at every opportunity, which will give it’s bigger 
and more experienced ball-winners an advantage around the 
stoppages. Meanwhile, expect the Dogs to utilise its outside run 
and carry to great effect, which will bring in-form goalkicker Steve 
Muller into the game.

This is one match that could genuinely go either way. If East 
Malvern play to their capability, they have the potential to beat 
anybody, but it would take a brave punter to tip against the Dogs 
at the Kennel.

Either way, expect this game to go down to the wire.

“At the start of the season we weren’t sure how our 
numbers were tracking, so finishing in the top five would 
have been nice. Now our goal is to finish in the top three,” 
Russell explained.

“We’ve had a pretty steady improvement over the last few 
years, so our goal this year is to improve on where we 
finished in 2016 and try and get to that final day.”

At training, Russell explained how consistency has been 
the focus of improvement in the side recently, as they have 
sometimes struggled to produce a solid four quarter effort 
on field.

“When the boys are playing good football, a lot of clubs 
struggle against us. And then we sort of go back in our 
shell and let other teams control us.” Russell said.

“So I think it’s like any team. If you string four quarters 
together, you’ve got a better chance of winning.” 

Led by captain Curtis Ward, Russell said how a strong team 
bond has enabled Oakleigh to thrive since they formed in 
2015, and become strong contenders for the 2017 finals 
series.

“I think a lot of kids don’t get involved in footy anymore 
because they don’t feel a part of it and we’ve got fantastic 
support from the senior group as well as a couple of past 
players. The support around the club and making these 
guys feel welcome and a part of the club has been the key 
to it.”

WOMEN’S FOOTBALL TEAMLISTS
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Round 11 of 2017 saw the top three sides in Division 
1 all posting convincing victories, but the fourth game 
proved to be a contender for match of the year status.

Caulfield shot out of the blocks like rockets in their 
clash with Keysborough, and were excellent value for 
their 14-5 quarter time lead. They took early control of 
the mid-court battle and, led by the strong drives and 
incisive passing of Steph Clemons and the calm authority 
of Fotini Stavrou, they fed ample opportunities to their 
shooters. In the second quarter Keysborough started to 
give as good as they got, Laura Agius especially starting 
to get on top in an effort to decrease the deficit, but 
Caulfield put enough scoreboard pressure on to maintain 
the status quo. Keysborough got within eight at the last 
change, but that was as far as their challenge went as 
Caulfield pulled away to win by 50-30.

Heatherton Black may have been missing Kirsten 
Daley and Nat Billings to VNL duties, and Zali Mifsud 
at the AIS, but the deputies from Heatherton’s division 
three and four sides came in without missing a beat. 
Again, Heatherton Black looked to place quality 
beneath each post, with Ella Batish taking the main 
defensive position while Rahni Samason commanded 
the attacking goal circle. The promoted Teaghan Avery 
worked her socks off in the mid-court, playing several 
intelligent passes into attack as the girls in black sent 
a threatening message to the rest of the competition. 
Bentleigh were as game as they come but were no 
match for the strength of Heatherton, with the final 
margin being 71-25.

Dingley were in no mood to take any prisoners in 
their clash with St Pauls. The Saints were without 
main attacking weapon Grace Healey, and industrious 
worker Michaela Hayes, and came up against a Dingley 
unit intent on sharpening up combinations for the 
big matches ahead. While the experienced axis of the 
three-time premiership sides looks as hungry as ever, 
youngsters such as Taylah Fiddes in the centre and 
Jess Payne in attack grow in stature with each outing. 
Here they took control early on, leading by ten at the 
first break and extending that to 35-9 at half time. 
While St Pauls battled gamely after half time the dam 
broke in the last quarter, as Dingley added 24 goals to 
just three to finally win by 72-21.

St Kilda City played Heatherton White with fourth place 
at stake, and all four quarters seemed to follow the 
same pattern with City matching White early in the 
quarters, but White taking control in the final minutes 
before each break. Saints made the early running 
but found Mia McMillan in excellent shooting form at 
the other end to keep White in the game, with White 

converting the last three goals of the first term to lead 
11-9 at the first break. The two-goal margin remained 
at half time, with the Saints feeling they may have let 
an opportunity slip to pull clear, before a pulsating 
third quarter saw the scores tied at 28-28 before White 
again pulled away to lead 33-29 turning for home. St 
Kilda soon found some momentum to level at 38-38, 
and both sides went goal-for-goal through the middle 
of the final quarter before the earlier pattern again 
emerged, with Mia McMillan and Taylor Butterworth 
landing the last three goals of the game to give 
Heatherton White a 45-42 victory that allows them to 
hold fourth place, four points and percentage clear of 
City with four rounds to play.

Heatherton played Dingley in Division 2 in one of 
several top-two clashes throughout the grades 
this round. Dingley were keen to end Heatherton’s 
undefeated record this season and draw level on 
points, but Heatherton once more flexed their muscle 
to send the message that the minor premiership is 
theirs to lose. A margin of 40-28 was indicative of their 
superiority. Caulfield held on to third spot despite an 
unexpected reverse against a St Kilda City side that 
hasn’t given up hope of tasting finals netball. Whilst 
Caulfield had their moments, St Kilda City were too 
strong on the day, emerging victorious by 37-29. 
South Yarra kept an eight-point advantage over City in 
fourth place by disposing of Bentleigh by 45-29, while 
Mordialloc had the bye.

Clayton maintained their position atop the Division 3 
ladder with a titanic 33-29 victory over Dingley, hence 
relegating Dingley to third. Heatherton go past the 
Dingoes by beating Caulfield by 56-46, while St Kilda 
City’s 42-28 win over CPL gives them a break of six 
points over fifth placed Keysborough. Keysborough’s 
29-28 win over Lyndale probably leaves the Pumas with 
too much to do to play finals, while Black Rock had the 
weeks’ break.

Heatherton White lead the way in Division 4, pushing 
clubmates Heatherton Black from second to third 
with their 48-38 victory. Dingley Gold’s narrow 49-47 
win over a gallant Black Rock means that they take 
second spot, while St Kilda City’s 37-32 win over 
Caulfield and Dingley Red’s 36-25 reverse at the hands 
of Keysborough means that City break the Heatherton/
Dingley domination of the top four places. Elsewhere 
Mordialloc continued their strong late season form with 
their third win straight, 38-33 over South Yarra.

Caulfield won the top-of-the-table clash with Dingley 
to go four points clear of the chasing Division 5 pack. 
Lyndhurst’s 54-13 victory over Bentleigh means that they

take second spot over Dingley by percentage. Heatherton 
scored a massive 82-9 victory over a depleted 
Dandenong to keep a four-point break in fourth, over 
Skye (41-19 winners over St Pauls), and Cheltenham 
(47-28 conquerors of St Kilda City). Elsewhere East 
Brighton were forced to forfeit against Highett.

The top four sides in Division 6 look likely to play 
finals, holding an eight-point break over the rest of 
the competition. All four were winners this weekend 
(Doveton by 33-24 over South Yarra, Dingley Gold by 
50-41 over Aspendale, Heatherton by 36-20 over Hallam, 
and Dingley Red by 67-18 over Lyndale). Mordialloc look 
the only side that could break into the four, their 37-31 
win over Mount Waverley keeping their slight hopes 
alive. Clayton defeated last placed St Kilda City by 59-46.

Dingley were beaten for the first time in Division 7, a 
rampant East Brighton getting the better of them to 
the tune of 36-29. Oakleigh District closed to within 
four points of top spot with a solid 39-21 win over 

Heatherton. East Brighton and Lyndhurst (49-34 winners 
over CPL), are ten points further back but both have 
played a game less than the top two, meaning that they 
are still a chance of finishing in the top two. Elsewhere 
Hampton triumphed over Cheltenham by the barest 
possible margin, 32-31. Doveton 33 beat St Kilda City 13, 
and Chelsea Heights broke through for their first win of 
the season, celebrating a 36-24 win over Murrumbeena.

Keysborough remained unbeaten in Division 8 after an 
emphatic 81-11 win over Dandenong.  Mordialloc have 
the same number of points but have played one game 
extra: they were made to work all the way by Lyndale 
before posting a 26-21 victory. Dingley made finals 
all but a certainty by beating Heatherton by 29-27, 
while Lyndhurst are likely to hold fourth spot despite a 
surprise 37-26 loss to Black Rock. Hallam’s challenge 
continued with a 38-36 win over Caulfield meaning that 
they trail fourth placed Lyndhurst by eight points. In the 
final match, Mount Waverley 23 beat South Yarra 21.

MOUNT WAVERLEY’S SRI LANKAN ADVENTURE / JASON BIRD

DAY 1
Thanks to Blackchrome Sportswear and the SFNL, 
Mt Waverley FNC’s President Jay Cavanagh and I 
won an all-expenses-paid trip to Sri Lanka, to visit 
Blackchrome Sportswear’s factory. This is where our 
sporting apparel is produced. Also travelling with 
us as Blackchrome’s representative and all-round 
tour guide was Troy Beard, Blackchrome’s National 
Business Manager, who had obviously done this trip 
a few times.
