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Welcome everyone to Season 2016

On Behalf of the Southern Football Netball League Board and 
Administration I extend a warm welcome to the remaining football 
(Under 19s, Thirds and Division 1) and entire netball community who 
are about to commence their seasons.

Last week we saw the Division 2 and 3 football seasons begin as well 
as the much anticipated Season Launch Division 1 match between 
Dingley and St Pauls on Sunday at Sandringham. The match was 
supported by a fantastic cocktail function where special guest, two-
time premiership player Brad Sewell, enlightened the audience on his 
career and professional journey.

Last week I alluded to the busy off-season and planning that has gone 
into 2016 on-field and off-field developments. Netball has been a major 
focus and the competition has significantly grown again to 69 open age 
teams and an exciting new Under 19 competition featuring five teams.

Over the off-season we were delighted to introduce Netball Officer, 
Matt Grimwood, a dedicated resource to Netball. The role is critical 
for the future of netball in the SFNL and has already seen some great 
traction with:

•	� Umpire’s / Netball Coordinators session to address new rules;

•	 Introduction of Under 19 Netball competition;

•	 Streamlined VNA process / team registrations;

•	 Consultative Grading Process;

•	� Secured Netball Interleague for Under 19s and Open against two 
netball leagues.

With the steep growth yet again, we now have challenges finding 
the balance between a professional and social netball competition. 
Clubs are wanting different things from the competition and while our 
previous structure has been sufficing, it is now time to plan for the 
next evolution of our netball competition.

I would like to take this opportunity to introduce Matt Grimwood to our 
stakeholders to share our plans on the next netball phase.

Matt Grimwood – SFNL Netball Officer 
I am pleased to provide an update on the plans for SFNL netball this 
year and in the future.

The continual growth of netball has meant an increase in divisions 
from 2015. This year there will be eight open divisions, as well as an 
Under 19 competition. Like previous years, each division will follow a 
top four finals structure and therefore it would not be suitable to have 
more than 10-12 teams in any one division.

In 2016, Division 1 will again have six teams. We want to see this 
division grow in the number of competing teams, however at present 
there is a significant talent gap between Division 1 and Division 2. We 
believe a way to bridge that gap is to bring teams through the next 
ranked divisions (2 and 3), which will hopefully build strength in the 
top end.

Last year we had a combination of eight clubs with 12 teams spread 
across Division 1 and 2. At the moment we have 10 clubs with 14 teams 
spread across Division 1 and 2. This makes for a slow progression and 
we feel if we continue this trend, within the next few years we will have 
strong Division 1 and 2 competitions, each featuring 10-plus teams.

Looking to the future, we will be building a competition structure 
that prioritises our premier divisions (1 – 4) at the best available 
time slots. These time slots will be issued to clubs well before the 
commencement of the 2017 season and will be non-negotiable. We 
will also look at the game day structure and collect feedback on the 
preferred time to fixture the competition.

The above are concepts for SFNL netball moving forward and please 
look out for our Netball Engagement Survey, to be released soon and 
the feedback provided will shape the netball structure for 2017 and 
beyond.

DIVISION 1: FRONT & CENTRE / WILL HUNTER
The SFNL Division 1 season kicked off on Sunday afternoon with the much-
anticipated Season Launch clash between Dingley and St Pauls at Trevor 
Barker Oval.

Both sides emerged after another long and torturous pre-season confident 
of starting their 2016 campaigns on a high, but optimism quickly turned to 
despair for St Pauls.

First-term ankle injuries to star play-maker Liam Wilson and high-profile 
recruit Justin Berry left gaping holes in the Dogs’ line up and the team 
short on rotations for the rest of the match. And it showed, particularly late 
in the game as several young Dogs began to tire.

Dingley capitalised on St Pauls’ misfortune, seizing control of the game 
in the second quarter before putting the foot down and running out 
78-point winners.

St Pauls coach Richard Houston was true to his word and played a 
number of youngsters in his team. And while a number of them showed 
promise, the losses of Wilson and Berry robbed the team of much-need 
on-field leadership.

Dingley, meanwhile, picked up where they left off last season, and showed 
they can adequately cover the departures of a host of premiership stars 
during the off-season. The Dingoes’ exalted running game was again at 
its destructive best, and the Dogs could find no answers to their slick ball 
movement thought the corridor. 

Reigning Dingoes best and fairest winner Daniel Farmer was clearly best 
on ground with a stunning display in attack and on the ball. He booted four 
goals for the winners, including the first of the match, and was a prolific 
ball-winner further up the ground.

Veteran defenders Lee Wonnacott and Tony Lavars stood out for the victors 
with their ball movement out of defence and their experience was telling 
against a young St Pauls outfit. Marcus Freeman and new recruit Chris 
Horton-Milne also shone while Calhan ‘the Dream’ McQueen booted 
four majors.

The Dogs, meanwhile, weren’t without standout contributors of their own. 
Nick Shannon did a power of work in the ruck for most of the day, and 
provided the highlight of the afternoon with a spectacular mark and goal 
in the final term. Fellow recruit Josh Verlin also presented well up forward 
and effected every contest.

St Pauls’ undersized defensive line up was at times exploited by the 
Dingoes’ tall timber, however, Trent McIntyre and Kieran Knox performed 
admirably under duress.

But wiry teenager James Sziller was most impressive with his work rate, 
tenacity and ball-winning ability. He will no doubt be a player to watch in 
coming seasons.

This match may not go down as one of the most memorable in recent 
seasons, but it will not quickly be forgotten by Dingley debutant Kristen 
Feehan. The young ‘Pup’ booted four goals (three in the first half) and was 
one of the Dingoes’ best in his first senior game.

This week it’s Round 1, and the remaining eight teams commence their 
campaigns for Division 1 glory.

DINGLEY V MORDIALLOC (Souter Oval) 
The reigning premiers will unfurl their premiership flag before the legion of 
Dingoes faithful in their first match at home in 2016.

And they will do so against the team they vanquished for the 2015 title – 
Mordialloc.

This Grand Final replay is another eagerly anticipated fixture, with 
Mordialloc looking to exorcise its demons and atone for its poor showing in 
last year’s decider.

From a personnel perspective, the Bloods have kept the majority of their 
side together for another season, however, the addition of Jason Chapple 
as coach may bring about some minor tweaks to their game style. This is 
the biggest change the club has undergone in recent years, so it may take 
a few rounds for the team to adjust. 

Dingley enjoyed the perfect start to their title defence, and against the 
Doggies last week they looked as impressive as ever. Having now blown out 
the cobwebs, Dingley should be firing on all cylinders and if Sunday was 
any indication, they will be too strong here for the Bloods.

EAST BRIGHTON V EAST MALVERN (Dunlop Reserve)

East Brighton’s reign as a competition pace-setter is set to end after a 
mass exodus of top-line talent at the end of last season. Few players from 
last year’s Prelim Final team remain at the club, and their predicament 
draws parallels with Chelsea Heights in 2015.

Compounding their tumultuous off-season has been the loss of their home 
venue, Hurlingham Park, while the pavilion undergoes a multimillion dollar 
redevelopment. As a result, the Vampires will ‘host’ the Panthers at Dunlop 
Reserve on Saturday.

East Malvern have recruited several players over the summer months 
that will not only off-set their losses, but ultimately boost the depth of the 
entire group. Additionally, they will benefit from the return of key playmaker 
Tremaine Tohiariki, who miss the vast majority of last season through injury.

With Ben Lockwood now at the helm, and with a great list at his disposal, 
the Panthers are well-placed to improve upon their Semi Final exit last 
year. The first step in this journey will be a comprehensive victory over the 
team that knocked them off in last year’s Qualifying Final.

BENTLEIGH V ST PAULS (Bentleigh Reserve) 
Many, including this columnist, have tipped Bentleigh to be one of the big 
improvers in 2016 after their impressing recruiting raid. Addressing height 
as a weakness, the additions of ruckman Andrew Walsh and forward Pat 
Nicholls in particular will greatly bolster the side’s overall structure.

The Dogs meanwhile are licking their wounds after a bruising encounter 
with the reigning premiers last week, and the six-day turn around certainly 
won’t help.

The losses of Wilson and Berry are a massive blow for St Pauls given their 
experience, leadership and sublime skill, particularly given the side’s 
youth. Bentleigh should capitalise on their absences and claim bragging 
rights in this local derby.

OAKLEIGH DISTRICT V CHELTENHAM (Princes Highway Reserve) 
Oakleigh District were the talk of the town given their drought-breaking 
flag win last year and, like Dingley, will have the opportunity this week to 
showcase their prize to the long-suffering black and white army.

Positively, the premiership side will remain together in 2016, save for the 
retirements of Mary Gurry and Grant Pitts, while Oaks champion Paul 
Fermanis also returns to the club.

The Rosellas meanwhile are coming off a disappointing 2015 season which 
saw the club cruelled by injury and slump to 8th on the ladder.

A new coach and a few handy recruits has seen optimism restored at Jack 
Barker Oval, but how will Cheltenham handle the Division 1 newcomers? 
Every indication is that the Oaks are up to the standard, like Mordialloc 
before them, and should announce their arrival in the top grade with victory 
over the Rosellas.

CLAYTON V ST KILDA CITY (Meade Reserve) 
This will be an interesting clash between two sides desperate to improve 
on 2015 seasons that promised more than they delivered.

Clayton, although finishing sixth on the ladder last year, were still three 
wins (and nearly 50%) off a finals berth, which suggests they have some 
work to do if they are to challenge the competition’s big guns. 

St Kilda City, on the other hand, struggled for reasons many and varied. 
But the winds of change have seen a new coach (Robert Johns), a new 
president (Nick Porter), a new captain (Ricky Thomson) and a new 
leadership group appointed to lead the club into a new era.

With such a drastic overhaul at the Peanut Farm, how they perform in 2016 
is anybody’s guess. The Clays are a talented bunch, and would likely view 
anything less than a finals appearance as wasted season. But if they are 
going to finish in the top five come Round 18, winning this game is a non-
negotiable, so expect them to get the job done at home.

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NETBALL: THE CUT AND DRIVE / HUGH MACLEAN
Welcome to season 2016, a year which sees further growth in 
the burgeoning SFNL netball competition. The League, which 
had four divisions in 2014, grew to six divisions the following 
year.  2016 sees another two divisions created in the senior 
competition, as well as the establishment of a division of 
Under 19s for the first time.

Dingley enter 2016 in search of their fourth straight Division 
1 premiership. Last season saw them invigorated by the 
entrance to the SFNL of their old rivals Keysborough. The 
Borough added to the competition from day one, and shocked 
the reigning premiers by taking first spot in the Grand Final. 
The Dingley girls, as if stung into greater deeds by the 
disturbance of the accepted order, eliminated the threat of 
Heatherton with some alacrity in the Preliminary Final, before 
proving an unstoppable force on the biggest stage the following 
week. Their 46 goal to 38 victory capped a year in which they 
only lost one match in the regular season, and remained the 
yardstick by which all Division 1 sides were measured.

The main danger to Dingley in 2016 comes not from within. Be 
in no doubt that these girls are as hungry for success as they 
ever have been, and almost as soon as Alicia Wise hoisted the 
trophy on Grand Final day, preparations began for the assault 
on title number four. However, as the competition has grown, 
so has the threat from the chasing pack.

Keysborough and Heatherton, as second and third last year, 
again loom as the major threats, knowing that they are 
within striking distance yet still need to develop their game 
further to bridge the gap. Both clubs have enhanced their 
depth, Heatherton adding three teams to be a part of all eight 
divisions. Keysborough build upon solid seasons in the lower 
grades and field three teams in the top four competitions.

Heatherton will be motivated by missing out on their 
almost-expected spot in the Division 1 Grand Final, and their 
one-point reverse in the Division 2 decider. This club is a very 
proud bunch, and will not take the disappointment lying down. 
Likewise, Keysborough will have spent a long, hot summer 
wondering what might have been. Injuries to key players cut 
deep at a time when they were least welcome, and they will feel 
that their best will be good enough to gain redemption in 2016.

Season 2016 brings another challenger to the top table. 
Bentleigh have finished the regular season in third place in 
each of the last three seasons without being able to make an 
impression on the premiers when finals have come around. 
As with last season, they field teams in the top two divisions, 
and none but the most foolhardy would see them sliding down 
the ladder this year. The question is whether they’re ready to 
take the further step. This year they look better equipped to 
do that than in previous years. Has the rest of the competition 
improved at the same rate? We shall soon know.

St Kilda City have been steadily building towards providing a 
sustained challenge. While their Division 1 side last year had a 
difficult time, only winning two matches, their Division 2 side 
showed a welcome knack of performing in the big games. 
They won a close match against Dingley in Round 15 to take 
the double chance, and reversed a close Semi Final defeat by 
triumphing over Heatherton to the tune of 30-29 in the Grand 
Final. They will look to make themselves more difficult to score 
against this season as they develop throughout their club.

The unknown in Division 1 this year is Caulfield. They 
improved steadily in Division 3 throughout 2015, before cutting 
a swathe through the finals series, culminating in a 54-37 
victory over Dingley on the game’s biggest day. Now they 
are given a berth in division one, having also added teams in 
Divisions 3, 4 and 6. Caulfield are renowned as a club that 
is not afraid to bite the bullet. Their football club sought and 
accepted a position in Division 2 three years ago, well before 
outsiders thought they were ready. By all accounts they have 
recruited well, and it is their stated aim to develop to the point 
where they have as many registered netballers as footballers. 
Who is to say that they won’t be competitive at the top level of 
SFNL netball? Certainly not I...

Division 2 looks every bit as competitive as the top division. 
Last year’s finalists St Kilda City, Heatherton, Dingley and 
Mordialloc look as strong as they have traditionally been. 
They are joined by St Pauls, who played Division 1 last year, 
Bentleigh, Chelsea Heights, and Carrum Patterson Lakes 
from last year’s Division 3. This looms as a competition in 
which any team can beat any other team on any given day, and 
it would take a brave tipster to pick a final four.

Further down the divisions, the SFNL are delighted to 
welcome teams from East Brighton, Oakleigh Districts and 
Lyndhurst for the coming season. Many of our clubs are also 
to be congratulated on developing additional teams, hence 
contributing to the growth of the competition as a whole. As 
the competition begins with a three match grading phase, it is 
difficult to assess how the lower divisions could pan out.

As earlier mentioned, the Under 19 competition has been 
established for the first time.  Mordialloc and Dingley have 
nominated two sides each for this division. This is the future 
of our competition, and we look forward to the Under 19s 
developing in the coming years.

The action begins at the Dingley Netball Centre this coming 
Saturday afternoon, with the centre pass in the first game 
taking place at midday. All at the SFNL wish every player the 
best of fortunes for the coming season. It could well be one 
of the most competitive seasons in our league’s history, and I 
look forward to watching it all unfold.
