A puzzle the Falcons need to solve is how to contain 
Ashwood’s rampaging Carroll brothers.

The trio of Paddy, Ryan and Dale contributed strongly in the 
Magpies’ powerful win over South Yarra.

South Yarra vs Hallam (Fritsch Holzer Park)

Sometimes clashes between struggling teams can produce 
excellent matches.

Let’s hope that is the case when the division’s only winless 
sides, Hallam and South Yarra meet.

The Yarras are slightly ahead of the Hawks on percentage 
and have the home ground advantage here.

SFNL BEYONDBLUE ROUND 2018 
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ROUND 5 REVIEW 

Cerberus 16.16 (112) def Dandenong 5.7 (37) 
Cerberus have strung together back to back wins after an imposing 
75-point victory over Dandenong at McAuliffe Oval. The Dogs controlled 
the game from the first bounce and looked a cut above the Redlegs 
who have slumped to 0-5. A strong first term by the home side saw 
them out of the blocks with a 29 point lead before Dandenong were 
able to match it with them in the second term to draw the quarter. 

Holding a five goal lead at the main change, Cerberus came out and 
put the result beyond doubt in the third term, increasing their buffer 
to 45 points with one quarter of footy to play. The last term was party 
time for the Dogs as they shared the goals around to ensure that they 
ran out big winners and gained some invaluable percentage.

The home sides’ forward structure has really clicked in the past 
fortnight with an impressive spread of goal kickers on display yet 
again. The Dogs had half their team hit the scoreboard with 11 
individual players finding the big sticks. Shannon Schonewille ending 
up with four majors, while the usual ball magnets Michael Schwarz 
and Adam Quinn attracted plenty of the footy once again. 

Carrum Patterson Lakes 23.13 (151) def Moorabbin Kangaroos 0.6 (6) 
Carrum Patterson Lakes’ path of destruction has continued, 
demolishing Moorabbin by a titanic 145 points in a colossal 
performance by the premiership favourites. On their home turf the 
Lions were ruthless and spared the Kangaroos no mercy as they 
slotted 23 unanswered goals in the definition of a one sided contest. 

If the score line of 66-2 at half time wasn’t miserable enough, the 
Lions if anything went harder after the break adding another 13 
majors whilst keeping the Roos goalless for the entire game. The 
ruthless qualities shown by the home side justify why many think that 
this team will go all the way in season 2018. After such a great start, 
now the challenge for Coach Cain Padman will be to keep his troops 
focused and hungry to ensure the Lions avoid any complacency. 

CPL raffled the goals around with 12 individual goal kickers, with six 
players slotting more than one major. Brenton Rafferty (five goals) and 
Jonathon Hawes (four goals) were the best for the home side in a day 
of sheer dominance. 

The performance from the Kangaroos was one of the worst dished 
out by any team this season and will be a huge kick in the guts for the 
team’s confidence. They came into this game as outsiders but to get 
blown away in the manner that they did is inexcusable. There will be 
plenty of soul searching at the club this week but they will need to lick 
their wounds and go again if they are to put a horror weekend of footy 
behind them. 

Frankston Dolphins 20.14 (134) def Sandown 3.12 (30) 
Frankston are back on the winners list with a dominant 104-point 
win over a wasteful Sandown at Overport Park. The Dolphins started 
well finding the goals six times in the first term, taking a firm grip on 
the contest to lead by 30 points. However the second term was one to 
forget for both sides as neither team were able to register a score in 
an uninspiring display of football. 

After the break the Dolphins clicked however and slammed on 14 
goals in the second half to ensure that they would return to the 
winners list in comfortable fashion. The big result is especially 
important considering CPL went to town on Moorabbin and keeps the 
Dolphins in touch with the top two. 

Stalwart Luke Kirkland once again continued his dominance up 
forward and finished with a bag of nine goals. Kirkland has now 
slotted 17 majors in his past two appearances and has raced away as 
the competitions leading goal scorer with 27 overall. 

The Cobras were extremely inaccurate in front of goal, notching up 3.12 
in a wasteful performance. Had they converted some of their chances 
in the third quarter they could have been much closer at the last break 
but the reality is that they were outplayed by good opposition. 

Lyndhurst 11.14 (80) def Lyndale 7.6 (48) 

Lyndhurst’s affection for playing under lights has continued 
accounting for Lyndale by 32 points to notch up their third win in a row. 
The Lightning started brightly and had the game on their terms with 
11 scoring shots to two at the main interval. The Pumas lifted after the 
break but their challenge was answered by the Lightning who were 
able to snuff out any resistance by responding on the scoreboard. 

Lyndale were able to finish up outscoring the home side in the last 
term to reduce the end margin to 32 points. The Pumas stronger 
showing in the second half actually saw them win the half but 
ultimately their slow start cost them any real chance to have a serious 
crack at victory.   

Hamish Browning had a day out for the Lightning ending up with four 
goals, while Brodie Kiss hit the scoresheet for the first time this season 
with two majors in a good display. The win keeps Lyndhurst a game 
clear of Frankston who are snapping at their heels in third place. 

The Pumas struggled to find the goals in the first half but their 
effort in the final two quarters will be of encouragement. They will 
be seeking to recapture this effort on a more consistent basis in the 
following weeks. Bradley Edwards and Alex Kerr were the best players 
for the visiting side. 

ROUND 6 PREVIEW

Cerberus V Sandown (McAuliffe Oval)  
Cerberus are coming off back to back wins and are suddenly pushing 
for a top four spot after a few sides around them stumbled last 
weekend. On home turf once again, they face Sandown who are 
coming off a 104-point drubbing at the hands of the Dolphins. The 
Dogs will be a great chance to notch up their third win a row but facing 
the Cobras could potentially be a danger game.

Cerberus have returned tallies of 16 and 11 majors in the past 
fortnight, a vast improvement in scoring from the opening three 
rounds. Last weekend was also the first time that the Dogs have 
clocked up three figures for the season, finishing with 112 points. 
If the Dogs forward line continues to click, expect them to be a 
dangerous side to face for the remainder of the season. 

The Cobras were brought back down to earth last week after a heavy 
defeat following their first win the week before. Sandown’s final score 
read 3.12, with the Cobras spraying their opportunities in front of goal. 
Straightening up their goal kicking this weekend will be high on the 
agenda as they need to convert their chances if they are to challenge 
the Dogs on their turf.

Bradley Thorpe has been playing some solid footy for the home 
side and Shannon Schonewille will be looking to back up his good 
performance from last week. Sandown’s Shane Cosstick continues 
to find the goals despite the limited supply along with Bradley Reiner 
who has been a consistent performer all season. Both will need to be 
at their best for the Cobras to take up the fight. 

The Dogs form makes them hard to look past here and on their home 
deck they will be warm favourites to bank the four premiership points.

Cerberus by 28 points

Dandenong V Lyndhurst (Greaves Reserve)  
The winless Redlegs will be up against it when they host the second 
placed Lightning on Saturday afternoon at Greaves Reserve. Lyndhurst 
are 4-1 with a healthy percentage, their only loss coming against ladder 
leaders CPL. The Lightning’s strong defensive game has seen them 
concede just 230 points across the first five rounds, as they continue to 
strangle the oppositions ball movement and forward structure. 

In contrast the Redlegs are the worst defensive team in the league 
surrendering 558 points against, an average of 111.6 points a game, 
with some heavy defeats coming their way as consequence. Their 
vulnerability when opposition teams have a run on has also been 
evident, with several teams stacking on quick goals in a short period 
of time. The Lightning are certainly one team who can capitalise on 
this and Dandenong would be very careful to avoid similar fade outs.

Lyndhurst’s Hamish Browning will be sure to attract plenty of attention 
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from the Dandenong defenders after he slotted four goals last week. 
Palingu Lokupathirage has also featured in the Lightning’s best in the 
past two weeks, playing an important role for the team. 

For the Redlegs, David Barrie and Jayke Hopkins have been consistent 
contributors and will be in the thick of things once again come Saturday. 

This is a mismatch on paper and Lyndhurst will be far too strong here. 

Lyndhurst by 50 points

Moorabbin Kangaroos V Frankston Dolphins (Widdop Crescent Reserve) 
Moorabbin will be out to avenge last week’s abysmal showing when 
they take on third placed Frankston at Widdop Crescent Reserve. 
The Kangaroos turned in a truly insipid performance against Carrum 
Patterson Lakes, registering a paltry 0.6 for the entire game. 

Whilst many didn’t have the Roos pushing for a win, the manner in 
which they were blown away will leave the coaches with some serious 
concern. The Dolphins, who were just pipped by CPL when they 
clashed, will be just as tough an assignment for the home side and the 
Roos will need to be switched on to avoid another blowout. 

Moorabbin’s 3-0 start to the season seems a very long time ago now, 
with back to back heavy defeats to two of the better sides exposing the 
Kangaroos with a reality check. The one positive they can take from last 
week’s performance is that they’ll never put in a worse display than that 
again this season. Expect all 22 players to lift immensely this weekend.

In the other camp, Frankston snapped a two-game losing streak 
when they pumped Sandown by 104 points at home. The Dolphins 
are extremely dangerous in attack with the best offense in the 
competition, chalking up 505 points thus far. Luke Kirkland has been 
central to Frankston’s scoring firepower, kicking bags of eight and 
nine goals in his past two games. If he gets off the chain once again 
then look out, this could get ugly!

Moorabbin need to respond here and show some heart after a tough 
fortnight. Frankston are a quality side however and should prevail here.

Frankston Dolphins by 38 points.

Lyndale V Carrum Patterson Lakes (Barry Powell Reserve) 
Lyndale plays host to ladder leaders Carrum Patterson Lakes under 
lights at Barry Powell Reserve on Saturday night. CPL’s undefeated 
streak continued in empathic fashion last weekend, holding Moorabbin 
goalless while slamming on 23 of their own. The Lions are the 
standout team of the competition at the moment and have a healthy 
percentage of 225.71% to sit comfortably on top of the ladder. 

The Pumas currently sit at 2-3 but still find themselves in fifth place. 
A win here could potentially see them jump into the top four, as their 
percentage is far superior to Moorabbin’s who currently occupy fourth 
spot. With massive stakes on the line, Lyndale should be full of energy 
in their quest to cause an upset. 

The Lions have seen off several challengers this season and are 
humming nicely. The team is full of hunger and will be looking to sustain 
that appetite for success during the remainder of the season. In a team 
full of star power and contributors, Brenton Rafferty has consistently hit 
the scoreboard whilst Tyler Neal also chipped in around goal.

This could actually be a danger game for the Lions who coming off a 
big win and seem to be cruising. With massive ramifications on the 
line for the home side, expect Lyndale to give this one a red-hot crack!

The challengers are coming in Division 1 – the first three 
rounds showed that there is no question about that. However, 
strong wins in Round 4 from last year’s top sides were 
enough to suggest that none of them intend to relinquish 
their positions without one heck of a fight.

Caulfield and Hampton Park kicked off the round on Thursday 
evening at a windswept Sandringham netball court. This was 
a match where the scoreline belied the difficulty posed by a 
Hampton Park side that matched Caulfield for desperation, 
if not for scoring power. One of the main features of this 
match was the battle in the centre between Caulfield’s Brodie 
Aumont and Hampton Park’s returning Maddie Hanlen, with 
neither combatant giving the other an inch while setting up 
waves of attack themselves. A tight first half saw the score at 
26-24 at half time, but Beth Wilson and Sophie O’Shea were 
able to get off the leash a little easier after the main break 
and were able to break free to salute by 60-37.

Mordialloc took on Heatherton, keen to frank their finals 
credentials with a victory over one of the power clubs, and 
in the early minutes of this high-standard clash they looked 
quite capable of doing just that. However, the premiers 
quickly kicked into gear, and with bookends Nat Billings 
and Kirsten Daley putting on an absolute show in attack and 
defence respectively, Heatherton led 29-14 at the main break 
despite entries into the circle being virtually equal. Mordialloc 
won the third quarter with shooter Emily Morris starting to 
find good position and sure accuracy, but this proved to be 
a false dawn as Heatherton pulled away again in the final 
quarter to win by 54-24.

Meanwhile, as impressive as Heatherton were, Dingley were 
equally so in disposing of the challenge brought by St Pauls. 
Dingley’s desperation early on was typified by the likes of 
mid-courters Taylah Fiddes and Sara Merkus refusing to 
give anything up as a lost cause, and with the shooting 
combination of Sarah Fischer and Laura Piper beginning to 
gel Dingley were able to turn a 13-8 quarter time advantage 
into a 30-18 lead at the main break. The third quarter 
provided more of the same, as this proved to be a complete 
performance from the Dingley machine. St Pauls looked good 
when they were able to move the ball quickly, and an accurate 
display from Grace Healey kept the scoreline respectable, but 
Dingley were too good on the day in winning by 65-34.

The closest game of the day was between St Kilda City and 
Keysborough. City started the game well, moving the ball 
quickly and accurately in attack, and with Tash Turner proving 
unstoppable led 11-6 at quarter time. The second quarter 
was more even as Keysborough began to force the ball to be 
turned over with great pressure in the transition to defence. 
Goaling proved tough at both ends as the game tightened, 
and Keysborough made a big charge in the third quarter 
with Sam Downie, moved into the centre, and Laura Agius 
particularly impressive. A 25-22 margin at the last change, 
with their main defenders courtside nursing ice packs, gave 
City no cause for comfort. However, City were able to ramp 
up their own pressure as Keysborough were forced to push 
passes to try and get back into the match, and good accuracy 
in attack allowed St Kilda City to surge to a 40-26 victory.

Around the divisions, and Cheltenham and Caulfield 
maintained their undefeated status, while Murrumbeena 
fell to their first defeat at this level. Dingley Red will have 
been confident about their game against the rampaging 
Rosellas, but a 14-5 quarter time deficit put paid to that and 
Cheltenham were able to win every quarter in a 48-32 victory. 
Caulfield put up a brilliant team defensive show in keeping 
Clayton to just seven goals in the first half and were able to 
coast from there in scoring a 45-19 win. Dingley Gold’s Jess 
Baddeley and Kathryn Quinn ran riot early, and Madison 
McGaw’s 19 goals from goal attack weren’t enough to prevent 
Bentleigh suffering a 54-30 defeat; while South Yarra won the 
first three quarters to lead by ten turning for home, before 
withstanding a big Keysborough charge in the last term to 
win by 40-34. In the match of the day the Heatherton machine 
really started to kick into gear against a hot Murrumbeena 
side, with both sides punching and counter-punching before 
Heatherton led 22-18 at the main break. Murrumbeena 
took control in the third term to lead 30-28, but the proud 
Heatherton bunch weren’t done yet. They took the lead half 
way through the last quarter and weren’t headed, pulling 
away to a strong 45-40 win that kick starts their title defence.

Dingley’s physical presence was too much for Mordialloc in 
Division 3’s Thursday night match. An even first half gave way 
to Dingley dominance after half time as they cruised to a 40-30 
triumph. Lyndale threw everything at Caulfield but the Bears 
were always able to hold Lyndale just at bay before holding on 
by 42-41. A St Kilda City defence led by Kate Hyland and Sarah 
Murphy-Gamble held Bentleigh to just one goal at the first half 
in a 47-9 victory. And two depleted sides in Heatherton and 
Black Rock could not be separated in the first quarter, but it 
was all Heatherton from there in winning by 38-27.

Heatherton Black and Caulfield Blue met as two unbeaten 
sides in Division 4, and after an even first quarter it was the 
Heatherton girls that kept their record intact, winning by 
43-29. Caulfield Yellow’s Jodie Brown scored 38 goals in three 
quarters, including all 26 of her team’s first half goals, in 
beating a gallant Keysborough by 47-42, but if anything she 
was overshadowed by Bianca Waras-Carstensen who scored 
58 goals for Dingley in their 60-33 win over St Kilda City. 
South Yarra led Black Rock by the barest possible margin at 
half time before pulling away to win by 40-29, while CPL were 
too good for Heatherton White in a 39-31 victory. Springvale 
Districts received a forfeit from Cheltenham.

Dingley Gold remained unbeaten at the head of Division 5, 
their shooter Nicole Carmeni scoring 42 goals in a head-to-
head battle with Verity Sheppard (35) in their 46-40 eclipsing 
of Heatherton. Cheltenham had a good go at pegging back 
a 13-goal three quarter time deficit against Dingley Red 
before falling just short, Dingley prevailing by 30-25. East 
Brighton bettered Caulfield all day, winning by 46-8, as did St 
Kilda City in beating Bentleigh by 36-16. Lyndhurst matched 
Murrumbeena in the first quarter before losing a high-scoring 
53-46 encounter, while Mordialloc posted the division’s 
highest score of the day in beating St Pauls by 67-13.

Clayton drew with Lyndale in a see-sawing Division 6 clash. 
The Pumas had the last attack of the game but Clayton 
were able to secure their share of the points. Lauren Martin 

scored 52 goals as Doveton Eagles led all day in beating East 
Brighton by 67-26. St Kilda City led Dingley by one at the main 
break but were strong after half time in dismissing the Dingo 
challenge by 30-21. A great defensive display by Keysborough 
kept Mordialloc to only six goals in the first half, and they 
coasted to a 38-14 win. Hallam were able to win the second 
quarter but that was as good as it got for the Hawks as 
Aspendale won by 55-22. Oakleigh District led 18-5 at quarter 
time and led all day in beating South Yarra 55-26.

High scores were the order of the day in Division 7, with 
Mordialloc topping the charts in beating Hallam by 78-12.  
Lyndhurst were too good for CPL, especially after half time, 
winning 42-10. Hampton (58-22 over Cheltenham), and 
Murrumbeena (53-30 over Doveton), both topped the half-
century, while Springvale Districts beat Mount Waverley by 
38-31. Aspendale and Heatherton played the match of the day 
before Aspendale were able to prevail, just, by 27-26.

Lyndhurst established a solid base in the first half and increased 
their advantage after half time in beating Lyndale by 53-30 in 
division 8. Oakleigh District’s strong defensive base got them 
over the line in a 22-10 win over Highett. Hallam controlled the 
match against Springvale Districts, although Springvale won the 
final quarter in their 50-24 defeat, while Dingley were too good 
all day for Keysborough in winning by 52-13.

Dingley held South Yarra in the first quarter of their Division 9 
encounter, but it was all the Yarras after that as they scored 
a convincing 53-11 victory. Lyndhurst outscored Springvale 
Districts by ten in the last quarter to emerge victorious by 
40-25, while Heatherton and Black Rock had the close one 
before Heatherton were able to annex the points by 25-24.

So ends the grading phase of the competition. The ladders 
will now begin to take shape and the battle is on in earnest. 
This promises to be the best yet of the SFNL’s seven seasons 
as new challengers for the crown emerge.
